The Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 1996 (HIPAA) and its implementing regulations restrict the Yahasoft’s ability to use and disclose protected health information (PHI). 

Protected Health Information-  Protected health information is any information about health status, provision of health care, or payment for health care that can be linked to a specific individual. Selected Yahasoft employees are granted access to PHI stored in the Data Systems in order to support the Data System as a software solutions provider.

Policies on Use and Disclosure of PHI when Supporting Data Systems 

Yahasoft will use and disclose PHI only as permitted under HIPAA. 

I. Use of PHI 

The term "use" is defined as the sharing, employment, application, utilization, examination, or analysis of individually identifiable health information by any person who already has access to such information, granted under the intended user rights in the Data Systems. 

Yahasoft employees who are assigned to performing Data System support tasks will only have access to the minimum amount of PHI necessary for the purpose of software maintenance and support based on the Scope of Work defined by our clients (government agencies.)
II. Disclosure of PHI
For information that is protected health information, disclosure means any release, transfer, provision of access to or divulging in any other manner of individually identifiable health information to persons not already having access to such information, granted under the intended user rights in the Data Systems. 

Yahasoft will not disclose PHI information under any circumstance. Responses to the requests to disclose PHI information will be referred to and handled by our clients (government agencies).
Policies on Individual Rights
HIPAA gives individuals the right to access and obtain copies of their PHI as maintained in designated record sets. HIPAA also provides that individuals may request to have their PHI amended. Individuals may also request restrictions on the use and disclosure of their PHI. 
Yahasoft will not directly respond to such requests. In the Data System support role, Yahasoft employees will provide technical assistance to our clients (government agencies) to fulfill the requests according to the individual’s rights.
